The second edition of the online-based international digital visual arts competition “The Brain Project” has been launched. Artists, graphic designers and photographers from any country and from Italian communities abroad are welcome to participate using any form of digital art or computer processing technique. The subject matter of the second edition is “Attraction”.

The works posted in the competition website www.thebrainproject.eu will be analysed and evaluated online by an international jury. The thirty best pictures will be published on the website, published in the exhibition magazine and displayed at an exhibition in Trieste at the end of November.
This event is promoted by Acquamarina – Associazione Culturale with the support of Regione Autonoma Friuli Venezia Giulia, Regional Committee for Education, Culture, Sport and Peace, Credito Cooperativo del Carso/ Zadružna Kraška Banka and in cooperation with the Ministry for Arts and Culture and the State Library in Trieste.

Digital art (or computer art) is a recent, yet relentlessly evolving form of expression used by many artists to extend the potentials of traditional painting, photography and graphic design, thus allowing these three realms to mutually influence each other. The first edition of “The Brain Project” competition – whose subject matter was “Borders” – took place last year. 309 people from 42 different countries participated in it thus offering an overview of the future developments in the field of digital art.

Participation is free. Participants can fill in the application form online and post one image on the competition website www.thebrainproject.eu by 23rd October 2007. A copy of the notice of competition and other relevant information in Italian and English are available on the competition website.
The jury will comprise of technical and art experts who will evaluate pictures online. The thirty  best works will be on display at the Biblioteca Statale (State Library) in Trieste from 23rd November to 5th December, published in a virtual gallery on the competition website and in the exhibition magazine.
The absolute winner of the 2007 edition will be offered the chance to mount a personal exhibition at “The Brain Project – 2008”, publish a short monograph in next year’s exhibition magazine and be a member of the jury in the 2008 edition.

Therefore, one of the members of the jury of “The Brain Project” 2007 will be artist and computer engineer Riccardo Paci, winner of the 2006 edition. Paci will also mount a personal exhibition.

Subject matter of “The Brain Project” 2007 edition is “Attraction”
(a remark written by the President of the Cultural Association Acquamarina)

The subject matter of the second edition of “The Brain Project” competition is “Attraction”.

Attraction can be seen from many points of view and, perhaps for this very reason, it can offer artists various conceptual, abstract and figurative interpretations. As opposed to last year’s subject matter (Borders), attraction is meant as gravity force, strength, spur, but also as appeal, entertainment, fascination, impulse, show and anything fantasy and creativity may suggest.

It can also be a starting point for reflection and for the consequent representation of “attraction” stemming from the fusion of geographical, cultural, racial, religious and national diversities. But attraction could also be interpreted as curiosity or knowledge.
We are confident that, thanks to their personal sensitivity and the wide of possibilities offered by computer technology, artists will add further alternatives and nuances to the remarks made above.
